TEACHER KITS

Teachers are given a teacher kit so that they can continue educating their students year after year
about forestry. The teacher kit includes items such as copies of the Georgia Forests Forever and
Georgia Wildfire Prevention CD-ROMSs, Project Learning Tree (PLT) activities correlated with Georgia
Performance Standards, a list of community natural resource contacts, and hands-on materials for
helping students increase their understanding of forestry. (See Appendix A for a list of teacher kit
items).

PROJECT LEARNING TREE (PLT)

Project Learning Tree (PLT) is an award winning, multi-disciplinary environmental education program
that uses the forest as a "window" on the world to increase students' understanding of our environment;
stimulate students' critical and creative thinking; develop students' ability to make informed decisions on
environmental issues; and instill in students the commitment to take responsible action on behalf of the
environment. It is one of the most widely used environmental education programs in the United States.
The Georgia Forests Forever program uses PLT as a way to reinforce learned information. For
example, PLT activity # 27, Every Tree For ltself is used to teach students about the complexities of
proper forest management. (See Appendix E).

The mobile classroom program continues to provide forestry information to Georgia students and public
events.
